Hello , my name is Pasquale Avallone (property owner of 58-60 mills st Bristol ,Ct..):I am writing to you today because
your office has charged me for a bulk fee that i had not ordered. Also i viewed the BULK INSTRUCTIONS for residential
costumers on the Bristol Public works website, and have not seen where it says that the land lord is responsible for the
tenants calling on a bulk. The right thing to do was, that when you found that there was a problem with one four feet couch
and few clothes, according to your picture that you have provided (NOT HAZARDOUS, NOT DANGEROUS, NOT
DECAYING), that your office worker would have been responsible to a tax payer, and to serve me, to give me a call, and
notify me of the problem.Surely neither that call, neither notification by mail was ever done by your office.Certainly
notification by mail was done at the time of charging me for the bulk pickup. You and all the public workers are hired by
our tax dollars, and we should get some kind of consideration. Your web site did not specified that the land lord was going
to be charged with a fine,or the tenant. | also went to the city ordinance and it did not say anything about charging the land
lord. Above all your office went far above and over reached your power, by attempting to smear me, and sent the bill to the
tax department (where i am in good standings with my property taxes!). So in the case of a tenant ordering a bulk, you
would charge them $25.00 , but for me , you went out of your way to inflict me with a charge of $75.00 and now its
doubled to $150.00, i feel like your office is discriminating against me, and my land lord position, and raising the fee.
Above all, you sent it to the tax department , so i can be charged fees and interest, and are forcing me with financial

Re: Refuse Violation — Improper Refuse Storage/Illegal Dumping — 58 Mills Street, Bristol, CT
Dear Property Owner,

Your property has been recently reported to the Department of Public Works. The debris placed at your
property is in violation of Section 10 of the City Ordinances: “Refuse shall not be permitted to accumulate
on any private premises except in approved containers, trash or refuse storage bins, racks, or enclosures as
described in Section 10-4.”

We have a strict Property Maintenance Code and this letter is your official notice. Bulk is illegally placed
curbside at your property. Please remove the violation immediately.

Failure to comply may result in the city removing the violation at the property owner’s expense
through property lien attachment for all incurred collection and disposal costs. If the material has not
been removed within 24 hours from the date of the letter, you will be considered in violation of City
Ordinance and may be subject to a maximum fine of two hundred dollars ($200.00) for each violation.
Please note: Every day that a person continues in violation of this article shall be deemed a separate
violation. (Ord. Sect. 10:4).

We want Bristol to be an attractive community and take these violations very seriously. You should also be
aware that failure to comply with City ordinances may also result in referral to the Health District and the
Code Enforcement Committee. Section 10-4 (d) states “If in the opinion of the director of health or his
agent, an unsanitary or unhygienic condition exists on any private premises within the city, the director of
health or his agent may require the user to take such action as is necessary to correct the situation ....”
Section 11-37. Penalty states “Any person who willfully violates an order of the director of health. .. shall be
subject to a fine not in excess of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00)...”
