Cricket is a bat-and-ball game played between two teams of eleven players on a cricket field, at the
center of which is a rectangular 22-yard-long pitch with a wicket, a set of three wooden stumps
sited at each end. This is similar to baseball but with a different approach to the diamond. This is both
intellectual & physical game that promotes the growth of the kids and the community.

Game Formats: 5 Day Test cricket, 1 day and T20 Cricket formats
